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The Holy Apostle Bartholomew was born at Cana of Galilee and was one of the Twelve Apostles of Christ. After the Descent 
of the Holy Spirit on the Day of Pentecost, it fell by lot to the holy Apostles Bartholomew and Philip (November 14) to preach the 
Gospel in Syria and Asia Minor. In their preaching they wandered through various cities, and then met up again. Accompanying 
the holy Apostle Philip was his sister, the holy virgin Saint Mariamnne. 

Traversing the cities of Syria and Myzia, they underwent much hardship and tribulations, they were stoned and they were 
locked up in prison. In one of the villages they met up with the Apostle John the Theologian, and together they set off to    
Phrygia. In the city of Hieropolis by the power of their prayers they destroyed an enormous viper, which the pagans worshipped 
as a god. The holy Apostles Bartholomew and Philip with his sister confirmed their preaching with many miracles. 

At Hieropolis there lived a man by the name of Stachys, who had been blind for 40 years. When he received healing, he then 
believed in Christ and was baptized. News of this spread throughout the city, and a multitude of the people thronged to the 
house where the apostles were staying. The sick and those beset by demons were released from their infirmities, and many 
were baptized. The city prefect gave orders to arrest the preachers and throw them in prison, and to burn down the house of 
Stachys. At the trial pagan priests came forth with the complaint that the strangers were turning people away from the worship 
of the ancestral gods. 

Thinking that perhaps some sort of magic power was hidden away in the clothes of the apostles, the prefect gave orders to strip 
them. But Saint Mariamne became like a fiery torch before their eyes, and none dared touch her. They sentenced the saints to 
death. The Apostle Philip was crucified upside down. Suddenly there was an earthquake, and a fissure in the earth swallowed 
up the prefect of the city, together with the pagan priests and many of the people. Others took fright and rushed to take down 
the apostles from the crosses. Since the Apostle Bartholomew had not been suspended very high, they soon managed to take 
him down. The Apostle Philip, however, had died. After making Stachys Bishop of Hieropolis, the Apostle Bartholomew and 
Saint Mariamne left the city and moved on. 

Preaching the Word of God, Mariamne arrived in Lykaonia, where she peacefully died (February 17). The Apostle Bartholomew 
went to India, where he translated the Gospel of Matthew into their language, and he converted many pagans to Christ. He also 
visited Greater Armenia (the country between the River Kura and the upper stretches of the Tigrus and Euphrates Rivers), 
where he worked many miracles and healed the daughter of King Polymios from the demons afflicting her. In gratitude, the king 
sent gifts to the apostle, who refused to accept them, saying that he sought only the salvation of the souls of mankind. 

Then Polymios together with his wife, daughter, and many of those close to them accepted Baptism. And people from         
more than ten cities of Greater Armenia followed their example. But through the intrigues of the pagan priests, the Apostle Bar-
tholomew was seized by the kingôs brother Astiagus in the city of Alban (now the city of Baku), and crucified upside down. But 
even from the cross he did not cease to proclaim the good news about Christ the Savior. Finally, on orders from Astiagus, they 
flayed the skin from the Apostle Bartholomew and cut off his head. Believers placed his relics in a leaden coffin and buried him.

Believing that his wife was one of the righteous, he 
knew that she would also be honored whenever the 
Feast of All Saints was celebrated. 

According to tradition, it was Leo who expanded    
the feast from a commemoration of All Martyrs to     
a general commemoration of All Saints, whether    
Martyrs or not.

The Story of St. Theophano the Empress 

By St. Nikolai Velimirovich 

Theophano was born of eminent parents,            
Constantine and Anna, who were kin to several    
emperors. Her parents were childless for a long time 
and prayed to the Most-holy Theotokos to give them 
an offspring. And God gave them this daughter,  
Theophano. 

Imbued with the Christian spirit from her childhood, 
Theophano surpassed all her companions in all the 
Christian virtues. When she grew up, she entered 
into marriage with Leo, the son of Emperor Basil the 
Macedonian. She endured great hardships alongside 
her husband. Responding to slanderðthat Leo    
carried a knife in his boot and planned to kill his fa-
ther at an opportune timeðthe gullible father, Basil, 
locked his son and daughter-in-law in prison. Thus, 

On this Sunday, which follows immediately after Holy 
Pentecost, the Divine Fathers ordained that we 
should celebrate the memory of all the Saints who 
have existed throughout the world. Initially, the most 
ancient Fathers made this a Feast solely of the    
Martyrs who suffered throughout the world, as       
attested by the encomium of St. John Chrysostomos, 
in which he praises only the Martyrs. The later       
Fathers, however, made this Feast more general, 
calling it the ñSunday of All Saintsò, including in it   
Patriarchs, Prophets, Apostles, Martyrs, Hierarchs, 
Ascetics, and all the Righteous together, of every age 
and race. 

 

The reason for the present Feast is, as our Lord     
Jesus Christ said, before His Suffering, ñAnd I, if I be 
lifted up from the earth, will draw all men unto 
Meò (St. John 12:32) - which was the whole purpose 
of His descending to earth, taking flesh, and          
becoming perfect Man, while Himself remaining    
perfect God, namely, to save human nature and exalt 
it to Heavenly blessedness. 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

The Feast of all Saints, originally dedicated to the 
Martyrs, achieved great prominence in the ninth   
century, in the reign of the Roman Emperor Leo VI 
the Wise (886-911). His wife, the Holy Empress   
Theophano (commemorated on December 16) lived 
in the world, but was not attached to worldly things. 
She was a great benefactor to the poor, and was 
generous to the monasteries. She was a true mother 
to her subjects, caring for widows and orphans and 
consoling the sorrowful. Theophano devoted most of 
her days to prayers, psalms and hymns to God. She 
was reportedly the builder or patron of the Monastery 
of Saint Anastasia the Protector from Potions (Hagia 
Anastasia Pharmakolytria) in Halki Island, the second

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two innocent souls languished in prison for three 
years. 

Once, during the Feast of the Prophet Elias, the  
emperor summoned all his noblemen to his court for 
a banquet. Suddenly the emperorôs parrot unexpect-
edly spoke these words, ñAlas, alas, my Lord Leo!ò 
and repeated those words a number of times. This 
brought great anxiety to all of the imperial noblemen, 
and they all begged the emperor to release his son 
and daughter-in-law. The grieved emperor did so. 

After his fatherôs death, Leo became emperor and 
was called ñthe Wiseò. Theophano did not consider 
her imperial dignity as anything, but, completely   
devoted to God, she cared only about the salvation 
of her soul, fasting and praying, distributing       
many alms, and restoring many monasteries and    
churches. Neither an untrue word nor an excesive 
word nor, least of all, slander proceeded from her 
lips. 

Before her death she called all her closest friends, 
took leave of them and gave up her soul to God in 
the year 892. The Emperor Leo wanted to build a 
church over her grave in her name, but since the 
patriarch objected to this, he built a church to All 
Saints, saying that if Theophano became a saint, 
she would be glorified together with the other saints. 
The Feast of All Saints was then instituted to be   
celebrated on the Sunday after the Feast of the Holy 
Trinity. 

What Were Angels Created For? 
 

The angels were created to adore, to assist, and to   
enjoy God; they have been sent as messengers from 
God to men; they are also appointed as our guardians 
and every one of us has a Guardian Angel. Specifically, 
each of the category of angels was created for a       
specific task. In the following table, these tasks are  
summarized by each of the category: 
Seraphim 
  Inspire us with flaming love for God 
Cherubim 
Grant us wisdom, understanding, illumination of the 
eyes of our soul for God-knowledge 
Thrones 
  Aid rulers and judges in making righteous judgments 
Dominions 
  Grants strength to authorities established by God to 
rule wisely; teach us to master our senses, to humble 
within ourselves evil desires and passions, to subject 
the flesh to the spirit, to rule over the will, and to     
overcome every tempatation. 
Powers 
Aid those who labor and who are burdened by the 
weight of obedience placed upon them; they bear the 
infirmities of the weak and strengthen a person in     
patience, so that in sorrows he will not faint, but will  
forbear all afflictions with a firm spirit and courage, with 
humility and gratitude to God Who works all things for 
our profit. 
Authorities 
  Have power to repulse temptations sent by the        
demons upon people; prevent the demons from    
harming men to the extent that they would wish; aid 
ascetics in spiritual struggles and  labors, guarding 
them lest they lose the heavenly kingdom; aid those 
fighting the passions to banish evil thoughts and      
suggestions of the enemies and to conquer the devil. 
Principalities 
  Govern and preserve all kingdoms, princedoms, tribes, 
and nations of the earth, each nation having its own 
protector among them; also inspire people to render 
honor to those in authority; raise worthy people to    
various positions of honor, so that their service might 
be to the glory of God and the service of their neighbor, 
not for personal gain or grandeur. 
Archangels 
  Reveal prophecies, the knowledge of God, and the   
will of God; (St. Gregory Dialogist says that they    
strengthen people in the Holy Faith, illumining their 
minds with the light of knowledge of the Holy Gospel 
and revealing the mysteries of the True Faith). 
Angels, especially Guardian Angels 
Guide people in virtue, protect from harm, give support 
to the pious lest they fall; if they fall, raise them up,  
never abandoning them even though they have sinned; 
ever ready to help us, if only we desire their aid.
